Classes: 
W/T Ground-poles: simple course of 4 small groundrails 
Equitation O/F: Rider is judged over a Hunter Jumping Course 
Hunter O/F: Horse is judged over a Hunter Jumping Course 
Equitation on the flat: Rider is judged on the flat 
Hunter U/S: Horse is judged on the flat 
In Hand: A non-mounted/ un-tacked class, where horse is judged on  
suitability for Hunters, similar to showmanship.  
Discipline Rail: Judged on ability of rider to get horse to perform  
movements when asked, similar to command. 
Equitation: Rider is judged 
Pleasure: Horse is judged 
Jumper Speed: Fastest clear time wins 

Pre- Entry: $8.00 per class. Pre-Entries must be received by 5pm Tues-
day before show, with payment for all classes entered. No open checks 
for pre-entry  
Post-Entry: $10.00 per class for all classes entered after 5pm  
Tuesday before show. 

Times: Show Ring is OPEN for Schooling from 7:15-8:00am. Class 1 
starts promptly at 8:00am. Class 19 will begin no earlier than 12:00pm. 
PLEASE be on time and help keep the show on schedule. 

Attire:  Jackets and  tall boots encouraged. ASTM/ SEI Helmets re-
quired . 

Ribbons: 1st-6th. Champion and Reserve for Divisions: Adult Rider,  
Children’s, W/T/C/ X-rails, W/T ground-poles, Adult W/T/C, Children’s 
W/T/C, Adult W/T, Children’s W/T.  

Liability Releases: Must be signed on day of show before competing 
and  
receiving number. 

Other Information: Food Booth on show grounds. There will be a  
raffle during the afternoon and merchandise for sale. Dogs MUST be 
leashed, $50 fine for loose dogs.
