In Hand: A non-mounted/ un-tacked class, where horse is judged on 

suitability for Hunters, similar to showmanship.  

Discipline Rail: Judged on ability of rider to get horse to perform  

movements when asked, similar to command. 

Equitation: Rider is judged 

Pleasure: Horse is judged 

Jumper Speed: Fastest clear time wins 

Adult Classes: classes are open to riders 18 years of age and up 

Long Stirrup:  classes are open to riders 13 to 17 years of age 

Short Stirrup:  classes are open to riders 12 years of age and under
